Final Exam Waiver Eligibility

Follow this flowchart for each of your classes to see if you are eligible to waive any exams
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** For purposes of this policy a student who is not
present in class at least one half of the class period
shall be counted absent. There is no distinction
between excused and unexcused absences for the
final exam requirement. School Board approved
special observance days, college visits and school
related absences are not counted as absences.
There are no appeals to this policy.

All non-seniors may not waive more than three exams each semester. Second semester

seniors may waive all exams if they meet the requirements, even those which were
waived first semester.
